Child Care Centers and Preschools Under the Fair Labor Standards Act (FLSA) 
 
The U.S. Department of Laborôs Wage and Hour Division is responsible for administering and enforcing the 

Fair Labor Standard Act, the federal law that provides minimum wage, overtime, child labor, and recordkeep-

ing requirements for covered employers in the U.S.  Determining and paying the minimum compensation due 

to employees under the law depends upon paying at least the legally-required minimum wage for all hours 

worked. Unless a specific exemption applies, employees must be paid at least the minimum wage for each 

hour worked and time-and-one-half their regular rates for any hours in excess of 40 hours worked in a work-

week.  The USDOL Wage and Hour Division website (www.dol.gov/whd) provides extensive information re-

garding wage and hour requirements.  The Wage and Hour Division, Detroit District Office is  

located at 211 W. Fort Street, Suite 517, Detroit, MI 48226, and telephone: 313-309-4500.
